ALLERGY AWARE

Conrad is an allergy aware school. There are many students with food allergies
and sensitivities, some with anaphylactic reactions. Being allergy aware means
that we are mindful of allergies and sensitivities, so we are asking our Conrad
community to take the necessary precautions and hygiene steps when eating
recess snacks and lunch in the classrooms.

SCHOOL SUPERVISION

Please note that morning supervision duty at Conrad does not start until 8:40am
and is only provided at the back of the school. Upon arriving at Conrad
Elementary, students are invited to join The Breakfast Club in the gym with Miss
Tina; it opens at 8:30am and are available until 8:55am. We are not currently
offering the Library but hope to do so soon. Students are otherwise invited to

play in the field and playground until the 8:55am Welcome Bell; please remind
your child(ren) that wandering halls and going to classrooms before 8:55am is
not permitted. At the Welcome Bell, students are to line up at their designated
line ups to be welcomed into the school for the Morning Session which begins at

9:00am.

If students arrive late, they must check in at the office to tell Miss Jan before
heading to their classrooms. Families are asked to please be prompt when
picking up at the end of the day. Please pick up your child(ren) at their
designated exits and avoid coming too early as this disrupts their end-of-day
classroom routines. Please note that we do not offer after school supervision.
Children are expected to either be picked up or go directly home as instructed
by their families. The office is exiremely busy and we cannot guarantee that
messages make it to your child in time. For this reason, please make
arrangements BEFORE sending your child(ren) to school for the day. Thank you
for helping to ensure that our students are safe.

SCHOOL SUPPLIES

School supplies were ordered in bulk by the school at the end of June. We are
asking Conrad families to pay $30 for students in Kindergarten to Grade 2, and
$35 for students in Grades 3 to 5 to put towards this bulk order. Miss Jan can take
payments at the office, or you can send an e-transfer to jan.currie@sd52.bc.ca.
Please put your child’s name in the comments so we know who the payments
are for. If paying by cash, please bring correct amount as we cannot make
change. Thank you!

BREAKFAST AND LUNCH PROGRAMS

Conrad Elementary has a daily Breakfast Program that is open to all students. It is
located in the Gym and is run by Miss Tina. Students can enter through the front
doors after 8:30am to enjoy some healthy food before their day at school.

The Lunch Program offers lunches for students who submit forms and payment.
Forms must be signed by families and renewed monthly. Lunch Program forms
were sent home last week; extra forms are available inside the school front
doors. There is now an online payment option; families can send electronic fund
transfers to eff@sd52.bc.ca to pay for the lunch program. Please remember to
include the name of the school and your child(ren) and that it is for the lunch
program. Lunches are not made on site; they only provide lunches for those who
sign up. In order to ensure that no students go hungry, please ensure these forms
are signed and handed in. Thanks!

LUNCH

Conrad lunch break is from 12-12:45pm:; Divisions 1-5 eat in their classrooms from
12-12:20pm, then head outside to play from 12:20-12:45pm. Divisions 6-9 play
outside from 12-12:20pm, then come inside to eat from 12:20-12:45pm. We
encourage students to go home for lunch. This provides a break in the day and
a reset for many students. If students are on the Lunch Program, they can take
their lunch home to enjoy. Staying for lunch at Conrad is a priviege and
students are expected to eat in their classrooms, clean up after themselves and
follow Conrad’s Code of Conduct. Unacceptable behaviour could result in you
having to make alternate arrangements for your child during the lunch break. If
your child(ren) intend to stay for lunch, please discuss with them the above
expectations, and that they are not to leave the school grounds at any fime.
Behavior expectations also apply during the lunch hour. Please note that there
are no microwaves or kettles for student use at lunch; please provide lunches
that can be eaten as is. As well, if their lunch requires utensils, please pack them
in their lunch; our school has a very limited supply on hand. Thanks for your
cooperation and understanding!
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PARKING

A friendly reminder that the parking lot to the right of the building is for staff only.
Families are invited to find parking on Conrad Street or Hays Cove Avenue. Also,
please do not park in the bus loading/unloading area in front of the school. This
area is reserved for bus use only before and after school, as well as at the
beginning and end of the lunch hour. Finally, please avoid parking on the yellow
line near crosswalks; this decreases visibility of children crossing at the crosswalk.
We appreciate your help in making sure our students stay safe!
